Take the plunge!

It is not every day that you get the opportunity to design a new church. It happened to a colleague recently and he knew it was the chance of a lifetime for him. Obviously the essential aspects of a church would be included but he was looking for one thing that was close to his heart and reflected his thinking. He did not want a baptismal font – he wanted a baptismal pool! No mere drop of water for the baptismal ceremony for him; it would be full immersion into three feet of water! Candidates for baptism – infants and adults alike – would wear a baptismal robe and be lowered completely under water (it helped that this church was on the equator) and emerge dripping wet.

	Not surprisingly he met with dissenting voices. How would the pool be kept clean? What about those who had a fear of water? Surely there would have to a changing room for the adults? 

	His vision of baptism is that it is a full immersion into the family of God and the mission of Christ. He felt that baptism needed to be a dramatic event for a dramatic life as Christ’s disciple. By implication he felt that very often our lives reflect a ‘dipping of our toe into the water’ of Christianity. We often judge the temperature of the water before entering it. It is immersion on our terms.

	Today we celebrate the Baptism of Jesus. We are invited to immerse ourselves fully into that call. Don’t hold back. Let go and take the plunge!
