On the dawn of 2024, thousands of faithful from across the globe congregated at St Peter’s Basilica in Vatican City to partake in a special New Year’s Day Mass led by Pope Francis.

Throughout his sermon, Pope Francis emphasized the importance of nurturing the vulnerable and marginalized within society. A renewed commitment, he insisted, must take root in the year 2024

to cultivate a culture of encounter and dialogue. Pope Francis urged Christians worldwide to seek inspiration from Mary in fostering hope for the future. 

The Pope dedicated 2024 to prayer, encouraging Christians to deepen their relationship with Christ and discover the transformative power of prayer. He reiterated that prayer is a compelling force that counters hatred, terrorism, and malevolent forces.

In his closing statements, Pope Francis reflected on 2023 as a year marked by wartime suffering, offering prayers for the afflicted in Ukraine, Palestine, Israel, Sudan, and beyond. The Pope’s

call to action for the New Year was clear, and to commit to a future of peace, solidarity, and dialogue.
