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Today’s Gospel is an important climax of Mark’s gospel. It is like a watershed. The apostles, having been amazed and mystified, now at last see Jesus as the Messiah. And now the Lord tries to explain that he is a suffering Messiah, and that the cross is central to our lives just as to his.
