ADVENT: This weekend we celebrate the second Sunday of Advent. We focus today on more symbols 
on the Jesse Tree as we continue our journey of preparation for Christmas. To day we also light the 
second candle on our Advent Wreath. 

JESSE TREE: We continue our journey of Advent tracing the FAMILY TREE of Jesus which reminds us 
that Jesus belonged to a family like all of us. Last week we placed the symbols of Creation, Adam & 
Eve, Noah’s Arc and Jesse on the Tree. Today, we place another four symbols on the Jesse Tree: (1) 
Abraham, (2) David , son of Jesse, (3) Solomon, son of David and (4) Arc of the Covenant.
