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At the beginning of this passage, Luke changes the expression he had found in Mark “ The Spirit drove him out into the wilderness” (1:12). Small changes may reveal great insight. First, Luke makes reference to the Holy Spirit. This is not strange, since his Gospel has been called the Gospel of the Holy Spirit. Secondly, there is the difference between being driven and being led. Thirdly, Luke states that the Spirit was leading Jesus not just into the wilderness, but also for the forty days he was there.
